We all
benefit from that gift of time and talent.

Ingathering story a topic you can use to
strike up a conversation with our young
people after worship. Maybe you use the
books shared during worship for birthday or
holiday gift ideas. There are many reasons to
be grateful for that element of our church

life. So many little pieces make up the
whole that is our church. Each is important.

I'm enraged that the law of our
land puts people in prison for twenty years foragdffence, and then pretends (and it is denial at
the Olympic level) that this has changed them sawelDespite the fact that a third or more of all
inmates do drugs while IN prison. This is the newnf of debtors’ prison, that merry old practice of
incarcerating someone until they pay their debe Way out of addiction is not isolating and futile
imprisonment, but organized addiction work. Drugu@s in Columbus, such as the one run by
Judge John Conner, refuse to play this deadly ganterefuse to sentence users to long
incarcerations. Instead, he requires offenderwéoih a place where the real issues of addictren a
faced, not flippantly ignored, or treated as sooré af sin. The rate of people in Judge Conner’s
program who return to drug usage after six morgls®imuch smaller than the rate of people
returning to drug use after 20 years in prison ithsttrikes me as patently deranged to keep ongdoin
what we are doing. The Nehemiah Assembly will kespuaring for such a change in practice. We
need many Drug Courts, not one.
